USA-Admiral equips Chemistry Faculty

Colleagues at the Departments for Analytic Chemistry and
Technical Analytic Chemistry can be happay for a permanent
"custody" that means an appreciable strengthening of assets
for the teaching section.

This is in the form of measuring equipment worth about
$ 75,000 which the World Maritime University has now placed
in the Chemical Faculty in Lund as a permanent loan.

The initiative is WMUs new Rector, the American Admiral

Sheldon Kinney. The background is that this valuable measuring
equipment could be used much more effectively if it is found
daily (so to speak) within reach of the departments of the
Chemistry Faculty.

This féaching in marine analysis, for example, identifying
oil spill, as the WMU students need, they will be able to
obtain this at the Chemistry Faculty.

- Yes, we shall contribute to this training in the
future, says Lars Haraldson, 1st Chemist in the
Department for Analytic Chemistry.

- However this measuring equipment is not just tailor-made
so to speak for merely marine analysis. It can be used
for much more in the line of analysing and that is why
it is advantageous to have it now placed in Lund.
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
