A record number of students leave as qualified maritime experts.

Never before have so many students graduated from the United Nations

Maritime University in Malmi as yesterday. The fifth batch from the

University contains no less than 102 students from 58 different

countries.

The Graduation Ceremony took place.in the Malmö Concert Hall. The

subsequent reception gathered more than 1000 guests. “We in the

City have tried to the best of our ability to make students and

teachers feel welcome in Malmö. World Maritime University raises

above our local political differencies of, opinion”, underlined

the new Chairman of the City Co.uncil, Mr. Aif Pettersson Cs) in his

speech.

Subheading:

Security measures.

The security at the Concert Hall was enormous yesterday. Before the

ceremony the police searched the building. About 20 policemen in

civilian clothes were present all the time in the Concert Hall.

Outside the building patrols of policemen kept watch.

“There are no particular worries or threats”, in accordance with the

Administrator of the University, Peter Rohmee, “but there are

10 ambassadors, consuls and guests representing more than 100

nations”.

The 102 students marched into the Hall to the Prokofiev music “The

love of three oranges” and took their seats bn the front rows.

After the speeches of congratulation they received their

certificates — the visuable proof that they are now qualified

maritime experts.
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Of the 102 graduates only six are women. The average age is

35 years. Bef’ore the students begin to study at the University

they have normally attended maritime colleges.

Subheading:

Two years of study.

Yesterday they graduated after two years of hard studies. They will

now return to their home countries to serve the national maritime

interests from different responsible positions and they will strive

at increasing the level of knowledge to make shipping safer. But

also to give developing countries a better chance of actively

participating in international shipping.

The certificates were handed out by Mr. C.P. Srivastava, the

Secretary’—Oeneral of the United Nations International Maritime

Organization in London. He also inaugurated a new computer

laboratory in the University building. The laboratory has for the

largest part been financed through a donation from the Hong Kong

Shipowners Association.

The number of students following the courses at the University has

increased steadily since it started iii Malmö five years ago. It

represents the only genuin United Nations institution in Sweden.

Subheading:

From developing countries.

Most students come from developing countries but there is also an

interest from the industrialized nations. Two of those graduating

yesterday come from Sweden and it is expected that two students

from the Soviet Union will join the course which starts next year.
